2011 Guidance for ST3s hoping to complete their training in August 2011

It is that time of year again when trainees are coming to the end of their training with the East Midlands. They will complete their training on the 2nd August 2011, therefore their final ARCP panels to sign them off will be held in June (Panel dates on the Website)
· For those trainees who have already passed the AKT and CSA we would recommend that the final review is carried out in May immediately when all WPBA, OOH etc are completed. It should be then checked by the PD and the Deanery informed as soon as possible, but by Friday 3rd June at the very latest. This allows the Deanery to check and sort out any problems before the ARCP panel. If ESRs are signed as Panel Opinion or Unsatisfactory and the PD has checked and agreed this can you please let us know immediately.

We hope all these GPRs will be signed off by the 16th June giving the Certification Unit in London the maximum amount of time to ensure any problems are sorted and so the CCT can be issued before the end of training.

· For those trainees who are still awaiting their exam results, AKT released 25th May and CSA released 14th June, they should have their ESR’s carried out in May.  If they pass their exams then only a minor amendment or comment needs to be added then the ESR can be submitted. If the trainees pass then they will hopefully be signed off on either the 28th June or 30th June, so the ESR must have been completed by the 24th June.
· If after the results are released the GPR has not passed either or both exams then the final review will need to be updated with reference to the latest exam result. The ESR should provide the ARCP panel with evidence as to why the GPR might need additional training time and with a proposed educational plan. These trainees will be seen by the panel on the afternoon of either the 28th or 29th June
